JAMMU: Dr. Shashi Sudan
Sharma, Principal and Dean
Government Medical College
Jammu on Thursday said that
the premier  Health
Institution was fully prepared
to cope up with the situation
arised due to increase in
dengue cases.

Briefing the media about the
situation, she appealed to the
general public to follow all the
precautions to save themselves
from this fever and said pre-
vention is better than cure.

"Dengue is a mosquito-borne
seasonal viral disease that has
rapidly spread.  The increase
in dengue patients is alarming
as around 80-90 children and
around 50-60 adults with

dengue symptoms are admit-
ted on a daily basis and till now
five deaths are reported due to
dengue fever. The reason for
the deaths was that the
patients were admitted late in
the hospital," she maintained.
She further said that the
Dengue mosquito is differ-
ent from that of the Malaria
mosquito and it bites during
dawn or dusk and preven-
tion is the best way to avoid
it. "To prevent the disease
the community has to be
aware and responsible," she
said and added that GMC
Jammu is fully prepared to
cope up with the situation
and said that increasing
Dengue cases are being
controlled and all measures

are being taken to avoid the
spread.

Dr. Rajiv Gupta, HoD
P&SM said that Dengue is
caused by a virus that is
mostly transmitted by the
bite of female mosquitoes of
the species Aedes Aegypti.
He further said that
Dengue can have no symp-
toms or cause only mild ill-
ness, but it can also cause
flu-like symptoms such as
high fever, severe headache,
pain behind the eyes, nau-
sea, vomiting, swollen
glands, rash, muscle, joint,
or bone pains. To be safe
from dengue avoid stagna-
tion of water in any con-
tainer in your surround-
ings, he further added. Dr.
Sanjeev Digra, Professor
Paediatrics said that chil-
dren and adults are equally
prone to Dengue fever but
in the case of children, more
care is needed because they
are more exposed to outside
surroundings. Dr Fayaz
Wani, HoD medicine said that
the fever clinic in GMC is
going on a daily basis and
there is nothing to worry as
all the arrangements are
made.

JAMMU: The newly setup panel of
the BJP met on Thursday night to
look into issues related to the protest-
ing minority Hindu community
employees working in Kashmir valley,
and appealed Lieutenant Governor
administration to release their
salaries before Diwali as a humanitar-
ian gesture.

Kashmiri Pandit and Dogra employ-
ees of the Union Territory administra-
tion are holding protests for past six
months over targeted killings of non-
muslims by terrorists, and demanded
immediate relocation away from the
Valley.

Lashing out at the administration,
the protesters alleged that 7,000
employees belonging to minority com-
munities, including Kashmiri Pandits,
serving in the Valley "have been caged
by the faulty and unconstitutional
transfer policy" that did not allow
them to transfer out of Kashmir.

The Committee headed by former
Deputy Chief Minister Dr Nirmal
Singh held its first meeting at BJP
headquarters here.

The J-K BJP President Ravinder
Raina presided over the meeting and
discussed broader parameters of the
committee, the BJP spokesperson
said.

"Committee has meanwhile
appealed the Union Territory admin-
istration to release salaries of employ-
ees before Diwali as a humanitarian
gesture keeping up the secular tradi-
tions of the state," he said.

The minority Hindu community
employees working in Kashmir under
Prime Minister's package, non-pack-
age, all reserved categories and other
vulnerable sections of the society are
facing a serious threat to their lives,
he said.

The committee recognizes the right
of every citizen including these
employees to a safe and secure life

both at work place and at their lodg-
ing spaces, the spokesperson said.

The BJP has always been sensitive
to the issues of masses and has taken
up same with concerned authorities,
he said.

"Committee has received a lot of
inputs from the concerned people and
are looking into it to find an appropri-
ate way out. Committee has decided
to interact with administration in
order to have its feedback also," he
said.

The committee has invited respons-
es and views of all the stake holders
particularly employees, individually

as well as collectively, the BJP
spokesperson said.

It is also proposing to visit various
places in Kashmir inhabited by the
minority Hindu community to have a
first-hand assessment of the prevail-
ing situation before finalizing its
report, he added.

The non-muslim employees had
returned to Jammu following the
killing of Rajni Bala, a schoolteacher
in south Kashmir's Kulgam district
on May 31. They have been denied
salaries for past four months.

The employees' associations also hit
out at the administration and the
BJP for their "lip service and condem-
nations" following each targeted
killing without making efforts to stop
them.

The terrorists are killing people
from the minority Hindu communi-
ties and openly claiming responsibili-
ty. They are not only challenging the
government but also creating fear
psychosis, the protesting employees
said.

Recently, Kashmiri Pandit Puran
Krishan Bhat was gunned down by
terrorists on Saturday outside his
ancestral house in the Chowdhary
Gund area of the south Kashmir's dis-
trict, where he had gone to look after
his orchards.

Chancellor, University of Delhi,
Chancellor K.R Mangalam
University and Vice-Chairman,

'Innovation in the Context of
University Education",
Thursday has marked the
beginning of Amrit Kaal Trans-
disciplinary lecture series
organized by University of
Jammu.

In a comprehensive inaugural
lecture, Prof Dinesh empha-
sized upon the need to break
the shackles of academic slav-
ery in order to make this nation
rise.

"I insist all the students not
to run after marks, which are
actually an outcome of non-cre-
ative, memorization paste and
note learning procedure of
exams," said Prof Dinesh
adding that students should not
get into this process, instead
focus on creativity and innova-
tive approaches.

He said that people in India
often give examples of the
Harvard and Cambridge mod-
els of education, but it is sur-
prising that these institutions
do not have a concept of the

topper. "I want you all to think
about this, so that shackles of
academic slavery could be bro-
ken and the nation can rise,"
Prof Singh said and added that
everyone here must concentrate
on the content and not the
form. The content should be
innovative and creative instead
of boring and irrelevant.

He said that innovation is
newness. "If you already know
the outcome, then it cannot be
innovation. Innovation must
have an element of surprise,
boldness and experimentation,"
he said and added that innova-
tion calls for exploring and cre-
ativity.

Explaining innovation with
local instances, Prof Dinesh
said that this University cam-
pus has a close relation with the

Tawi River, as it touches the
boundaries of the University.

"I don't know whether any
student, scholar or teacher has
ever done any analysis of the
river, despite being so close to it.
You all have witnessed the rise
and receding of water in this
river, but you never analyzed it,"
he said and added that this
river provided an opportunity
to analyze what kind of organ-
isms live in this river and dur-
ing which season and what are
the various mineral contents
found in this river.

Invoking great Indian
minds, Prof Dinesh said that
Chanakya used statistical
data and his wisdom for
research is still in relevance
for modern big data applica-
tions, as it enables to analyze

statistical data in an empirical
manner.

Quoting  Rabindranath
Tagore, Prof Singh also
emphasized that education
should not be confined to the
four walls of the classroom.
