This day has its origin in the valour of CRPF men
who while defending our borders in ladakh area while fight-
ing the enemies in 1959 gave supreme sacrifices of their lives
and since then the day is being observed every year by all
police forces of the country to remember the police martyrs,
he added.  

The DGP said that in recent times Jammu and Kashmir
has witnessed a massive change and the Union Territory is
moving on the track of peace and development. 

"We are collectively working for permanent peace and tran-
quillity in J&K" he said and paid rich tributes to this year's
fallen heroes who sacrificed their lives for the country and its
people.

Interacting with the media, the DGP said that the
Commemoration Day is being observed across the country to
remember and pay tributes to the police fallen heroes of the
country who made supreme sacrifices of their lives for the
Nation and its people.  

"On this day our resolve gets further strengthened to work
for the country and its security", he added. 

Referring to the two separate firing incidents at borders,
the DGP said that both the incidents are being investigated
and details would be shared after the investigation is complet-
ed. He said that during over past three decades 1606 police
personnel have sacrificed their lives while fighting Pak spon-
sored terrorism.

Paying rich tributes to the martyrs of Police and other
forces, the DGP said that because of the sacrifices of these
brave hearts, terrorism has been defeated in J&K. 

The DGP said that terrorism is taking its last breaths and
added that it is our collective resolve to put a complete end to
terrorism in J&K.

He said that time has gone when on the dictation of Pak and
its agencies innocent people used to get targeted in terrorism
and added that  now our people, businessmen, tourists are
feeling safer and secure. 

On  narco-terrorism, the DGP said that in the last few years
around 39 cases have been registered, investigation of which
are being conducted in professional manner by NIA, SIU and
SIA. 

He said that recently J&K Police has achieved a major suc-
cess in Ramban in which around 30 kilograms of cocaine like
substance was seized, adding that links of which are connect-
ed to Kupwara, Punjab and Uthrakhand. All the involved
have been arrested and investigation is going on, he said,
warning that anyone found involved in narco-trade or terror-
ism would be dealt with strictly.   

The DGP reiterated the resolve to fight Pak backed narco-
terrorism with utmost power and sought the cooperation of
people in fighting the menace which, he said, is the conspira-
cy of Pakistan to harm our youth and to generate funds for
terror activities. 

The DGP said some terror camps are still active in parts of
Pakistan, many infiltration attempts were made this year, of
which around 90 percent of attempts were foiled on the bor-
der.  Majority of the infiltrators who managed to sneak here
have been killed, he said.  

He said that youth of J&K have understood the conspira-
cies of Pakistan and its agencies and have rejected the path
of destruction. Only 10 misguided youth have joined terror
groups this year as compared to 110  last year, he said and
appealed to the misguided youth to shun the violence and con-
tribute for peace and development of the UT.

On the occasion, sacrifices of the martyrs, who laid down
their lives in the service of the nation, were remembered and
wreaths were laid at the memorial. Families of the martyrs
were also present on the occasion. Blood donation camp was
held where a 200 police personnel donated the blood in mem-
ory of the fallen heroes..

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JAMMU: Justice Rajnesh Oswal of Jammu &
Kashmir and Ladakh High Court modified the
imprisonment awarded by a CBI court to Abdul
Khaliq Bhat, an employee of Kamraz Rural
Bank (now J&K Grameen Bank).

Justice Rajnesh Oswal, after hearing both
sides, observed that the trial court had examined
the evidence led by the prosecution in detail. This
evidence had been appreciated by the High
Court as well, and the High Court arrived at the
same conclusion as the trial court, except regard-
ing the conviction of the appellant for the com-
mission of an offense under Section 420 RPC.
The appellant failed to satisfy the High Court
that there had been any wrong appreciation of
evidence by the trial court. In fact, based on the
evidence presented by both parties, the only con-
clusion that could be reached was that the appel-
lant was guilty of offenses punishable under
Section 409 RPC and 5(2) read with 5(1)(c) &
(d) of the Prevention of Corruption Act.
Therefore, the High Court found no infirmity in
the judgment of conviction recorded by the trial
court, except with regard to the conviction under
Section 420 RPC. Accordingly, the appellant
was acquitted of the charge for the commission
of an offense under Section 420 RPC. However,
the conviction under Sections 409 RPC and 5(2)
read with 5(1)(c) &(d) of the J&K Prevention of
Corruption Act, Samvat, 2006, was maintained.
At the time of conviction, the appellant was 65
years old, and he must now be 70 years of age.

The appellant's counsel submitted that the
appellant suffered from old age problems and
often remained admitted to the hospital. The
trial court had already noted that there were no
aggravating factors warranting exemplary pun-
ishment and, accordingly, had awarded two
years of simple imprisonment on each count. It
was also noted that the money had been repaid
to PW Bashir Ahmed Parray through Tariq
Ahmed Parray. While Section 409 of RPC does
not provide for a minimum sentence, the com-
mission of an offense under Section 5(1)(c) & (d)
of the PC Act is punishable with imprisonment
for a term not less than one year, along with a
fine. Taking into consideration that the appellant
was 70 years old, the sentence awarded to him on
each count was reduced from two years to one
year on both counts. The sentences would run
concurrently, and the period for which the appel-
lant had already remained in custody would be
set off against the period of imprisonment of one
year. The fine imposed by the trial court
remained unaltered. The judgment dated
September 29, 2018 passed by the Court of the
learned Special Judge Anti-Corruption (CBI)
Cases, Srinagar, in File NO: 313/2015 titled
"C.B.I versus Abdul KhaliqBhat" in case FIR
No. 01220009A0004 was modified accordingly.

The court further directed that the appellant
be granted fifteen days time to surrender before
the trial court. After his surrender, the appellant
would be lodged in Central Jail, Srinagar, to
serve the remaining sentence as awarded.

BSF fires warning shots along IB in Jammu

JAMMU: Border Security Force (BSF) personnel fired a couple of warning shots after a group of peo-
ple escorted by Pakistan Rangers came close to IB here on Saturday, official sources said. Repeated
calls and messages to the BSF for an official comment on the incident in the Arnia area of R S Pura
sector went unanswered. According to the sources, a group of more than 20 people with a herd of bovine
animals and accompanied by three Pakistan Rangers personnel entered the Indian territory around
noon following which a BSF jawan fired two warning shots. There was no retaliation from the other
side, the sources said, adding that the people returned to the Pakistani side. Two BSF personnel were
injured on October 17 when Pakistani troops resorted to unprovoked firing on an Indian post in Arnia.
The BSF lodged a strong protest with the Pakistan Rangers at a commandant-level flag meeting on
Thursday.
