transportation of minerals, 9 arrested

BUDGAM: Police on Friday arrested 9 persons and seized 9 vehicles for illegal exca-
vation and transportation of minerals.

As per details, officers from Police Post Soibugh during Naka checking at Soibugh
market seized 9 tippers (JKO1AG-7570, JK03B-8720, JK03B-8991, JK13C-
4104, JK01C-8434, JKO5A-5908, JK05B-8498, JK01AG-4311& Ch. number
21858) for illegal excavation and transportation of minerals in district Budgam.
Police also arrested 9 drivers of the vehicles, who were identified as Muzamil Bilal
resident of Nasrullahpora, Jahangir Ahmed Ganie, resident of Kakanmaran; Asif
Farooq, resident of Patlibagh; Maqsood Ahmed Dar, resident of Nasrullahpora;
Samiullah Parray, resident of Gariend Kalaaan; Anayat Hussain, resident of
Batpora; Imtiyaz Ahmad Mir, resident of Galwanpora; Ajaz Ahmed, son of Ghulam
Mohammad Malla; resident of Bemina & Ajaz Ahmed Mir, resident of Bemina.

Accordingly, a case vide FIR number 331/2021 under relevant sections of law was
registered at Police Station Budgam and investigation started.

5 drug peddlers arrested, huge quantity of contraband recovered

SRINAGAR: Continuing its efforts to eradicate menace of drugs from society, Police
in Pulwama exposed a contraband drugs racket by arresting four drug peddlers &
seized huge consignment of drugs. Besides, Police arrested another drug peddler in
Anantnag. Acting on specific information, a special team headed by DySP Hqrs
Pulwama under the direction of SSP Pulwama Ghulam Jeelani Wani raided a spe-
cific location at Prichoo area in Pulwama. During raid, the team was able to recov-
er 13 bottles of banned drugs from possession of one Imran Sheikh, son of Ab Ahad
Sheikh, resident of Alamdar Colony Prichoo, Pulwama. On questioning, arrested
drug peddler revealed that he has nexus with another person, who is coming to hand-
over one more consignment of banned drugs to him.

On receipt of information, a Police team intercepted a Grand i-10 vehicle driven by
Gowhar Ahmad Najar, son of Farooq Ahmad Najar, resident of Pinglina at a check-
point established near Boys Degree College, Pulwama. On checking, 11 bottles of
Codeine, 1,700 tablets of banned drugs, besides cash amounting to Rs 80,000 were
seized from his possession. He was arrested and vehicle used in commission of crime
was also seized.

During further course of investigation, two more drug peddlers namely Aijaz
Ahmad Bhat alias Mehdi, son of Gh Hassan Bhat, resident of Pinglina and
Javid Ahmad Dar, son of Bashir, resident of Tahab Pulwama were arrested.
Accordingly, FIR No. 302/2021 was registered at Police Station Pulwama and
a SIT under the supervision of DySP Hqrs Pulwama has been constituted to
investigate the case thoroughly. Similarly, Police in Anantnag arrested a drug
peddler and recovered contraband substance from his possession. Officers from
Police Post Janglat Mandi at a checkpoint established at Donipawa Anantnag
intercepted a suspicious person identified as Ab Majeed Ganie, son of Mohd
Shaban Ganie, resident of Sherpora Bala Anantnag. During checking, 5 Kg
Charas Powder was recovered from his possession. He was arrested and shifted
to Police Station where he remained in custody. FIR number 473/2021 was reg-
istered at Police Station Anantnag and investigation started.

23 bovines rescued, 5 smugglers arrested

RAMBAN: Cracking down heavily on menace of bovine smuggling, Ramban police
arrested five bovine smugglers and rescued 23 bovine animals. Some vehicles, while

24 fire incidents reported in Jammu district on Diwali night

JAMMU: About 24 fire incidents have been reported in Jammu district on the night
of Diwali, in which property worth lakhs has been reduced to ashes. Last year, 29
accidents were reported.

Like last year, this time too, the administration had fixed time for fireworks to only|
two hours on night of Diwali, but the order was flouted and 24 incidents of fire were
reported. Throughout the night, the Fire and Emergency Service personnel kept
running to save lives and property of the people. Over 35 fire brigade vehicles, 100
police personnel were on duty. On night of Diwali, there are often incidents of fire
during fireworks. In such a situation, Fire and Emergency Service Department had
already made a strategy to deal with the situation.

A fire broke out in a wholesale confectionery shop in Roop Nagar area of Janipur.
Fire tenders rushed to the spot and doused the fire, but a loss of lakhs was report-
ed. At the same time, a fire broke out in the workshop of Yamaha Motor in Malik
Market in which some vehicles were damaged. Meanwhile, a fire broke out in a farm
house at Sainik Colony due to presence of dry grass.

Notorious Gujjar leader facing over 12 FIRs booked under PSA

227/2018 under sections 307/341/323/332/353/147/148/149 of RPC at Police
Station Satwari; FIR No 73/2021 under sections 188 of IPC, 11 of PCA Act at
Police Station Ramban and FIR No 50/2021 under sections 188/379 of IPC, 11 of]
PCA Act at Police Station Chanderkote.

On this, detention warrant was issued by DM Jammu under section
8(1)(a) JK Public Safety Act, 1978. Finally detention warrant got executed
by SHO Satwari Inspr Deepak Jasrotia and accused has been shifted to
Central Jail Kot Bhalwal Jammu.
