scored a good total of 209
runs in 50 overs, courtesy
poor fielding, losing 6 wickets
in the process. Riding on
luck, Vaincy Chaudhary and
Rajni Lodha slammed half-
centuries to help Meghalaya
put a good total on board.
Vaincy top scored with 84
runs, while Rajni contributed
60 runs to the total. Both of
them were dropped twice in
their innings. It was the first
match where fielding lapses
by the J&K players were wit-
nessed. For J&K, Rubia Syed
bagged 3 wickets, while Sarla

Devi and Nadia Chowdhary
claimed 1 wicket each.

In reply, J&K managed to
score 158 runs by losing 7
wickets in 50 overs, thus lost
the match by 51 runs. Rubia
top scored with power-
packed 42 runs, while Sarla
contributed 38 runs to the
total. Bushra Ashraf scored
25 runs, while Sheerazah
Banoo contributed 19 runs
and Bismah Hassan chipped
in with 15 runs. For
Meghalaya, Deiphi took 2
wickets, while Ritu, Ajima
and Rajni claimed 1 wicket

each.

DUBAI: India showed their
class and might with an all-
round effort as they pulverised
Scotland by eight wickets in a
Super 12 game on Friday,
ensuring that they live to fight
another day in the ICC T20
World Cup.

The entire match lasted a
mere 24.1 overs as India first
skittled Scotland for 85 in 17.4
overs and then batted for
another 6.3 overs to knock off
the runs, taking the net run-
rate to +1.619, which is now
best among all six teams, even
better than top placed Pakistan

(+1.065).
To surpass Afghanistan's cur-

rent Net Run-Rate of +1.481,
India needed to score the
required runs in 7.1 overs and
KL Rahul (50 off 19 balls) and
Rohit Sharma (30 off 16 balls)
added 70 in five overs to make
sure that they achieve it in style.

The fastest team 50 of this
edition came inside four overs
and the poor Scotland bowlers
had no idea what hit them as
they hit a total of 11 fours and
four sixes between them.

But that was the controllable
part of the story. What they
don't have any control over is

their fate and now the Rashid
Khans, Mohammed Nabis will
determine it on Sunday against
New Zealand.

A win for Afghanistan will
mean that India will know

how to win against Namibia
and enter the semi-finals when
no one expected them to. A
New Zealand victory, though,
will knock India out of the
tournament.

Courtesy some late-hitting by
Phillips (39 not out off 21 balls)
and Neesham (35 not out off
23 balls), New Zealand posted
163 for four and then restricted
the opposition to 111/7 to com-
plete a convincing win.

Tim Southee (2/15), Trent
Boult (2/20), Mitchell Santner
(1/20), Ish Sodhi (1/22) and
Jimmy Neesham (1/6) shared
the wickets.

The win also meant that
Kiwis jumped to the second
spot in the standings and now
have six points with a net run
rate of +1.277.

They play Afghanistan on
Sunday in what could be a vir-
tual quarterfinal.

Chasing 164, Namibia open-
ers Stephen Baard (21) and
Michael van Lingen (25) con-

jured 47-runs for the opening
wicket.

But New Zealand sent back
both the openers, first
Neesham cleaned up Lingen in
the eight over and then 29-
year-old slow left-arm orthodox
bowler Santner castled Baard
with Namibia slipping to 51/2.

Leggie Sodhi removed rival
skipper Gerhard Erasmus (3)
cheaply to put tighten the
screws on Namibia.

Zane Green (23) and David
Wiese (16) only delayed the
inevitable and experienced
pacer Southee trapped the lat-
ter in front in the 15th over to
dash the remaining opposition
hopes.

Earlier, Phillips and
Neesham took the Namibian
attack to the cleaners and pro-
pelled New Zealand past 150
which looked unlikely at one
stage.

New Zealand were struggling
at 87/4, but brutal hitting by
Phillips and Neesham ensured
that the Kiwis were back in the
game.

The duo added 76 runs for
the unbroken fifth wicket in

just 36 balls. While Phillips
hammered one four and three
sixes, Neesham struck one
boundary and two maximums.

Courtesy Phillips and
Neesham, Kiwis amassed 53
runs in the last three overs.

Asked to bat, New Zealand
opener Martin Guptill (18) fell
in the fifth over, after offering a
simple catch to Ruben
Trumpelmann off David Wiese
(1/40).

Guptill launched into left-arm
spinner Bernard Scholtz
(1/15), hitting him for a maxi-
mum over long-on.

In the fourth over, Daryl
Mitchell (19) got his first
boundary, straight down the
ground off Johannes Smit, as
the Kiwis raced to 30/0 after
four overs.

But Namibia pegged the
Kiwis back by sending both the
openers to the dressing room.
First Wiese broke the 30-run
opening stand by dismissing
Guptill and then Scholtz dis-
missed Mitchell, who was
caught in the deep by Michael
van Lingen in the seventh over,
as the Kiwis slipped to 43/2.

SHARJAH: A semifinal spot
virtually assured, in-form
England would look to dent
South Africa's hopes of reach-
ing the last-four stage when the
two teams meet each other in a
high-voltage Group 1 Super 12
match of the ICC T20 World
Cup here on Saturday.

With a net run rate of
+3.183, England are more or
less through to the semifinals
with four wins from as many
games, while South Africa are
lying in the third spot with six
points from four matches.

Both South Africa and
Australia are in close race for
the second semifinal spot from
Group 1 but the Australians
are above the Proteas on the
basis of a better net run rate,
though they have six points
each.

It will all boil down to
Saturday's game and South
Africa will know what exactly
they need to do before facing
England as Australia play
West Indies in the first match
of the day. The Proteas can't
afford to slip even a bit and
need a resounding win to keep
their hopes alive. But with

form on their side, an ominous-
looking England will definitely
start as firm favourites against
the Proteas. South Africa's
opened their campaign with a
defeat against Australia but
then got their campaign back
on track with three consecutive
wins over Bangladesh, Sri
Lanka and West Indies.
However, South Africa's bat-
ting wasn't up to the mark
against Australia, whose bowl-
ing attack was better than the
other three opponents against
whom they won.

England would look to capi-
talise on it and finish off their
group campaign with a perfect
record. They have more or less
ticked all boxes in their cam-
paign so far.

England looked one of the

best teams in the tournament
other than Pakistan.

While it hasn't been a cake-
walk in all the four matches,
the Englishmen were clinical in
their approach and somebody
or the other stepped out to bail
the team out whenever in trou-
ble.

England's batting revolves
around Jos Buttler, Jason Roy,
Dawid Malan, Jonny Bairstow
and skipper Eoin Morgan.

In fact, Buttler achieved two
personal milestones in the last
match -- scored his maiden
T20 century (101 not out of 67
balls) and also became the only
English cricketer to hit cen-
turies in all formats of the
game.

And come Saturday, the
opener would be high on confi-

dence to do an encore.
Another good news for

England is that skipper
Morgan struck form in the last
match, scoring 40 off 36 balls
and shared 112 runs with
Buttler.

On the bowling front, the
spin duo of Moeen Ali and Adil
Rashid have been excellent so
far, while Chris Woakes, Chris
Jordan and Liam Livingstone
have responded well to the
team's call in the pace depart-
ment. However, England will
miss the services of left-arm
pacer Tymal Mills as he has
been ruled out of the tourna-
ment due to a right thigh strain
suffered in their last match.

Even though they managed
to win three matches on the
trot, South Africa's campaign
have been far from impressive.

They wilted under pressure
against a quality side like
Australia and Temba
Bavuma's team ill-affords to
repeat the mistake against
England.

South Africa's fate entirely
doesn't lie in their own hands.
The Proteas need to win by a
big margin against England to
go over Australia on NRR or

hope West Indies beat
Australia by a margin that
reduces Australia's NRR.

South Africa will depend on
Quinton de Kock, Aiden
Markram, Rassie van der
Dussen, Temba Bavuma and
David Miller to deliver the
goods in the batting depart-
ment, while the bowling unit
will be led by top-ranked T20
bowler Tabraiz Shamsi with
the likes of Anrich Nortje and
Dwaine Pretorious in support.
