At the same time, with barely a few light
moments, it’s also very intense and can get morbid at times.
While it makes a compelling watch, the faint-hearted may
brave it and take it slow.

York Times Style Magazine', earlier received widespread crit-
ical acclaim for her 2015 novel 'A Little Life', a devastating
story about four friends in New York City. After seven years,
she is back with the daunting 'To Paradise'.

At more than 700 pages, with a span of 200 years,
Yanagihara's 'To Paradise' is presented uniquely in three
books with three different plot lines and begins in New York
in 1893. The novel winds through three epics across 200 years
and into an alternative world. In The Free States of America,
centered in New York of the 1890s, same-sex love and mar-
riage are the norms. But Black citizens are not permitted. A
century later, a descendant of the last monarch of Hawaii lives
in the same neighborhood - Greenwich Village - as AIDS rav-
ages a generation, while his heritage is endangered. And in
2093, pandemics and storms push the area now known as
Zone Eight into an authoritarian society, locking up millions
for society's protection.

All in all, 'To Paradise' is a novel of the highest order. It's
written elegantly, evokes emotion, and renders believable char-
acters who move the plot. Though there are three separate
settings, Yanagihara moves through them with fine finesse.
While themes of love and belonging are prevalent in Book 1
and Book II, fear takes over in Book III - hitting all of us liv-
ing in the current times.
