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BISHNAH: Senior Congress leader Mohinder Bhardwaj has
expressed shock at total administrative paralysis in dealing with the
problems of the people particularly the farmers despite having been
highlighted from time to time. Time has come for the Lt Governor's
administration to wake up fast and address the problems which is
their bounden duty. Addressing a meeting of the prominent persons
and Congress workers of the area here today, Bhardwaj paid flow-
ing tributes to those devotees who lost their lives in the stampede
that took place outside the sanctum sanctorum of Shri Vaishno
Devi shrine. He termed it as an outcome of the administrative lax-
ity and demanded a thorough probe into the incident which has
brought a bad name to the Union Territory. Never such an incident
had been witnessed in living memory at the holy shrine which in
itself is a matter of great concern. Referring to the problems being
faced by the people he said that despite having been repeatedly
highlighted by him through various means the ground situation is
pathetic with prevalent poor civic amenities, broken roads and irri-
gation network, and dismal health and education facilities. In the
absence of elected representatives and government, it is the duty of
the officers concerned to have taken upon themselves the task of
conducting tours to take stock of the situation and accordingly take
remedial steps. Unfortunately, the official machinery has become
totally nactive. Specifically pointing to the farmers' issue he said
that the community has been repeatedly hit hard on account of
damage to their crops due to vagaries of weather during the past
few years. None of the promises made by the administration to pro-
vide relief to them in the form of ex-gratia and other forms of aid
has been fulfilled till date, he said. While raising a pitch for holding
of assembly elections at the earliest as the bureaucratic system is
no alternative to the elected representatives, he said that in the
absence of elected representatives and government people have no
listening post and have been left to fend for themselves. Among oth-
ers who addressed the meeting were Ashok Dubey, Kailash Saini,
Kishan Saini, Rattan Lal, Vijay Kumar, Jaswant Singh, Rajesh
Sharma, Dewan Chand, Gara Ram and Nanak Chand.

Couple attempts suicide over police harassment; wife dies
Critically injured husband accuses
police for favouring land grabbers

Police in fact mentally tortured both of them, say family members
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JAMMU: Troubled by a land
dispute with a local group of
land grabbers and getting no
respite from Police even after
repeated complaints, a man
and his wife set themselves
on fire in Sidhra on
December 30, 2021 in an
attempt to commit suicide.
The couple was taken to
hospital for treatment where
the wife succumbed on
Sunday while the husband is
still strugeling between life
and death. Soon after the
incident, when couple was
taken to GMC Jammu for
treatment, the husband and
wife both were was not in a
condition to give statement.
As per details revealed by
deceased woman's brother,
Dhyan Singh, the family

members of victim, identified
as Dilawar Singh and his
wife Purnima Devi, was fac-
ing an issue over some land
with land mafia.

He further alleged that
despite making repeated
complaints to Police for act-
ing against the mafia, no
action was initiated after
which the couple took this
extreme step. He said that
the police in fact mentally
tortured both of them.

He blamed connivance of
the influential land mafia
and police responsible for
entire tragic incident which
happened during night of
December 30, 2021 as if the
Police would have taken
timely action to provide jus-
tice to the victim, the inci-
dent could have been averted.

The injured man Dilwar
Singh, in his statement,
alleged that it was the apa-
thy, inaction and harassment
by Police department, which
foreced him to take such an
extreme step.

Alleging some corrupt prac-
tices going on in department,
the vietim said that he ran
from pillar to post seeking
redressal of his grievance,
but none from Police admin-
istration came forward to
help him. Soon after the
demise of woman, the agitat-
ed family member staged a
protest demanding fair inves-
tigation in the matter to book
all those responsible for the
gruesome incident. Today,
Dilwar Singh alleged that
Nagrota police is hand in
glove with the land mafia.

The erime gazette for
which the data has been col-
lected, tabulated and main-
tained by the Crime Record
Bureau was prepared and
presented in the form of the
book under the chairman-
ship of Spl DGP Crime,
J&K A K Choudhary.

Spl DGs, R.R Swain, A.K
Choudhary, ADGsP,
Mukesh Singh, M. K.
Sinha, Danesh Rana, IGP
Alok Kumar, AIsG of
PHQ, senior officers of
Crime Branch, J&K were
present on the occasion.

DGP J&K, while unveil-
ing the gazette, said that
the erimes in today's times
are not only varied in but
also more complicated in
nature.

He said that special focus
has to be on crimes of ter-
rorism, cyber and nar-
coties.

He emphasized on organ-

izing special training cours-
es for the JK Police investi-
gators so that conviction
rate is improved.

DGP reiterated that the
police personnel deputed in
courts should submit the
report of their working to

the controlling
officers/offices on daily
basis.

DGP directed for organiz-
ing fortnightly meetings
between PHQ officers and
district officers and also
between PHQ officers and
Wing offices so that issues
pertaining to various unit
of police are discussed and
subsequently addressed in a
desired fashion in a result
oriented manner.

He directed the officers to
analyze the 2021 work and
plan their strategies as to
what they are going to
achieve in the current year.

He also directed a series
of measures to be taken for
better policing and better
results.

Earlier, the Spl DGP
Crime, J&K in his welcome
address briefed the DGP

regarding the crime
Gazette and how it would
benefit the J&K Police

investigating officers.

The ADGP, Jammu Zone,
Mukesh Singh and ADGP
Headquarters, PHQ, M.K
Sinha on the occasion also
gave valuable suggestions
for policing and extending
police service to the people.

The crime gazette high-
lights  increasing  and
decreasing trends in the
crime scenario in the UT
during the year 2020 and
also depicts the comparison
of crimes to previous year
i.e 2019. It is distributed
among the Police officers so
that they could analyse the
trend and plan their strate-
gies accordingly.

As per the gazette, a total
of 28936 cases were regis-
tered under various heads
of erime under IPC/LSL in
J&K UT during the year
2020 as against 25072
cases during the correspon-
ding year 2019, which
shows an overall inerease of
15.41% in the total regis-
tration during the year
2020.

The Crime Rate for the
year 2020 remained at
216.90 for per lakh popula-
tion as against 189.41 for
year 2019.
