KATRA: For the parents of a
seven-day-old newborn, hope
seemed to fade with every
passing hour. Referred from
a Hospital in Jammu, the
baby arrived at Shri Mata
Vaishno Devi Narayana
Superspeciality — Hospital,
Katra, on bag and tube venti-
lation after mnearly eight
hours of critical respiratory
support. The condition was
grave. The newborn was
cyanosed, with oxygen satu-
ration hovering around 82
percent, and was fighting
severe sepsis with respiratory
failure and shock.
Immediately on arrival, the
baby was shifted to the
Neonatal Intensive Care
Unit and placed on mechani-
cal ventilation. The situation
was challenging even for
experienced eclinicians, as
managing a critically ill out-
born newborn after pro-
longed bag and tube ventila-
tion requires precision,

complete the digitization
process for small, medium
and large villages strictly
within the prescribed time-
lines.
