Detail of Vacant Posts of  (AWWs) along with name and location of AWC
a). Vacancies of Sangini (Anganwari Worker) :

Eligibility: For Anganwadi Workers
1. The Candidate must be domicile of the UT of J&K.
2. Women candidates in the age group group of 18-37 years shall be eligible as on 01.01.2026
3. The candidate should be a resident of the electoral ward where Anganwadi Centre is situated. Name in the voter list for the ward shall be con-

sidered as the proof of residence of the candidate. In case the name of the candidate appears in the voter list along with her parents, then
she must provide a certificate of being unmarried issued by the concerned Tehsildar. Wherever, there is any dispute as to residence for any
reason, then a residence proof certifying the ward of residence from the concerned SDM/ACR shall be considered.

4. Minimum qualification for Anganwadi Worker shall be 10+2 and maximum graduation. In case no 10+2 pass candidate is available in the ward,
10+2 pass candidates from the adjoining ward shall be considered which would require  prior approval of Mission Director, Mission POSHAN.

5. In case a suitable candidate is not available for adjoining ward, candidate from the nearest ward within the ward can be considered subject
to the approval of the MD, Mission POSHAN. 

6. Weight age shall be given on the basis of marks obtained in 10+2 and selection shall be done purely on merit basis and no other criteria to
be considered.

7. In case of tie in merit of the eligible candidate, candidate in 10+2 and selection shall be done purely on merit basis and no other criteria to be
considered.

8. In case of tie in merit of the eligible candidate, candidate, candidate with higher age will be preferred. Candidates with qualification higher
than graduation shall not be considered.

9. The case eligible candidate is available within the family of retiring AWWs/AWHs, the said candidate shall qualify for additional two percent
points.

Document Verification
1. The candidate who is shortlisted for Document verification will be required to appear for Document Verification along-with the original 

document as well as self-attested Photostat of the prescribed academic qualification and other documents like Domicile Certificate, on or
before the last date of submission of application form.

JAMMU: Jammu and
Kashmir Board of School
Education (JKBOSE) has
advised students  not to pay
heed to fake links and web-
sites announcing declaration
of class 10 results.

In a statement issued here
late evening, the BOSE  has
stated that 10th results will
be declared within few days
soon after the appointment
of new Chairman. 

While the results of annual
examination of class 10 of
Kashmir Valley and winter
zone areas of Jammu
Division are almost ready,
yet its approval by Result
Declaration Committee
headed by BOSE Chairman
is a pre- requisite step before
its declaration. In absence of
the Chairman the results are
likely to get a little delayed.

The students have been
asked to wait for the formal
declaration and stay tuned to
the official website of the
Board www.jkbose.nic.in for
the latest credible updates.

Rana reviews func-
tioning of TFD in

Kashmir Div

SRINAGAR: Minister for
Forest, Environment and
Ecology Javed Ahmed Rana on
Wednesday chaired a review
meeting of senior officers to
assess the overall functioning
and performance of the
Territorial Forest Department
(TFD) in the Kashmir
Division.

The meeting was attended by
Irfan Rasool Wani, Chief
Conservator of Forests,
Kashmir; Irfan Shah,
Conservator of Forests, North
Circle; Dr. Nadeem,
Conservator of Forests, South
Circle along with other senior
officers of the department.

The Minister had a compre-
hensive review of key opera-
tional, developmental and serv-
ice delivery aspects of the
department.

Detailed discussions were
held on the availability and dis-
tribution of firewood, progress
of afforestation and plantation
activities, timber supply under
the Kashmir Notice Timber
framework, implementation of
Special Area Sector Capital
Investment (SASCI) projects,
development of Eco Parks and
Forest Huts, timber marking
besides achievement of pre-
scribed physical and financial
targets.

The officers informed the
Minister that the department
has achieved approximately 53
percent physical progress
under the SASCI projects. It
was further stated that the
remaining works under these
projects, as well as other ongo-
ing developmental initiatives,
are on track and targeted for
completion by March this year.

Regarding essential public
services, the Minister was
apprised that against the
approved target of 80,000
quintal of firewood, nearly
60,000 quintal have already
been provisioned across the
division. The remaining quan-
tity is expected to be supplied
by March, ensuring adequate
availability during the winter
season.

The meeting was also
informed that under the
Kashmir Notice Timber mech-
anism, around 2 lakh cubic feet
(CFT) of timber has been sup-
plied to 2,274 beneficiaries.
Additionally, both the North
and South Forest Circles have
successfully completed timber
marking of 5 lakh CFT each,
which will be extracted by the
Jammu and Kashmir Forest
Development Corporation.

While expressing satisfaction
over the progress achieved so
far, Rana issued clear direc-
tions to the officers to expedite
all ongoing works and adhere
strictly to the set timelines. He
stressed the need for ensuring
firewood availability on a
demand-driven basis while
maintaining smooth, transpar-
ent and efficient functioning of
the Forest Department.
