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SRINAGAR: Being physical-
ly challenged can be hurdle
for many, but for Chandeep
Singh, an International Para
Athlete, it is just a part of life
which amplified his resolve to
represent India at interna-
tional sports events.

Chandeep recently came to
limelight after he made the
whole country and particular-
ly J&K proud by winning the
silver medal in Men's plus 80
kg event at the recently con-
cluded 9th Para World
Taekwondo Championships
held at Istanbul, Turkey from
9th to 12th December 2021.

Hailing  from  district
Jammu of Jammu and
Kashmir, Chandeep became
the first Para Athlete
fromJ&K to achieve such a
feat at the World level and
this also is India's first-ever
medal in the history of the
Para  World Taekwondo
Championships.

ily, Chandeep's life faced a u-
turn in the year 2011 when
he received a life-threatening
electric shock of 11,000 volt
High Tension line. "When I
received this electric shock I
got severe burns on my arms
and felt that I am about to
die", an emotional Chandeep
said.

Though Chandeep survived
this life threatening electrie
shock but the damage of it on
his body was devastating as
his both arms had to be
amputated due to infection in
his arms. "Due to this inci-
dent I felt devastated and
thought that I can't do any-
thing now in life. But I start-
ed to fight back and started
doingskating as I was inter-
ested in sports from begin-
ning", Chandeep said.

Before this
incident,Chandeep excelled in
football, athletics and skating
at school, zonal and national
levels. But losing his arms
didn't break spirit of this

braveheartand days after he
was discharged from hospital,
Chandeep was back in the
sports arena. "After the inci-
dent I started to do skating
but then I came to know that
there are no international
events for this sports so I
shifted to Taekwondo and
made a resolve in my mind
that I have to represent my
country at international plat-
form in this sport", Chandeep
said.

Apart from sports, the inci-
dent also didn't impact the
studies of this fighter and he
also excelled in his studies.
"After this incident, though it
was very challenging for me
but I continued my studies
and completed my B.E in
Electrical Engineering from
Mahant Bachittar Singh
College Of Engineering And
Technology, Jammu', a satis-
fied Chandeep said.

Before bagging silver in the
9th Para World Taekwondo
Championships, Chandeep

has also bagged silver in 8th
Para  World Taekwondo
Championships and gold
medals in South Korea, Asian
Taekwondo Championship at
Vietnam and International
Taekwondo Championship at
Nepal. Till now Chandeep has
bagged four international
gold medals, two silver
medals and one bronze medal
and he is the first athlete of
India to win two silver medals
in world championship.
Hailing the efforts of J&K
Government for upgrading
the sports infrastructure
here, Chandeep said that the
sportspersons should be given
scholarships on timely basis
and good stipend should also
be paid to athletes so that
they can continue studies
also. He also expressed grati-
tude to Lieutenant Governor
of J&K, Manoj Sinha; his
coach AtulPangotra, ADGP,
Jammu zone and the man-
agement of J&K sports coun-
cil for their timely support.

Group
Captain Singh, a decorated
officer, was on board the
Russian-made chopper as
the liaison officer for the
visit of Gen Rawat ji, India's

senior-most military officer,
to the Defence Services
Staff College in Wellington.
The Group Captain was
admitted to a hospital in
‘Wellington with severe burn
injuries on Wednesday fol-
lowing the crash. Last
Thursday, Group Captain
Singh was shifted to the
Command Hospital in
Bengaluru from Wellington
in Tamil Nadu. He was con-
ferred the Shaurya Chakra
in August for averting a
possible mid-air accident
after his Tejas light combat
aircraft developed a major
technical snag last year.

Advising the youth and par-
ticularly physically chal-
lenged people that only way
for excelling in sports is dedi-
cation, Chandeep remarks
that one needs to find his
ability and strength to do
something. "There are many
ways to excel in life and if
there is some problem, one
needs to find his ability and
see how one can grow in his
life rather than thinking
about one single problem",
Chandeep said with full satis-
faction.

In the times of fast pacing
world, the  remarkable
achievements of Chandeep
Singh are giving hope to dif-
ferently able persons, show-
ing them the path of how to
excel in life and is an inspira-
tion for one and all.

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JAMMU: Additional Chief Secretary,
Health & Medical Education, Vivek
Bharadwaj on Wednesday chaired an offi-
cers' meeting to discuss preparedness
regarding fire safety in health mstitutions of
Jammu and Kashmir besides deliberating
on audit report received from the Home

Department, J&K.

Director General Prisons Department,
Fire Services and Home Guards, B Srinivas
besides other concerned officers were present

in the meeting.

The meeting had detailed discussion
regarding preparedness for fire safety in all
the hospitals, medical colleges and nursing
homes having neonatal intensive care, pedi-
atric intensive care and special neonatal
besides other neonatal facilities for children
in light of directions of National Commission
for Protection of Child Rights (NCECR).
Besides, deliberations were also held on iden-
tification of gaps in the existing system
besides implementation of Fire Safety Audit

report.

ACS asked the hospital and nursing homes
to implement the guidelines issued from time
to time by the Ministry of Home Affairs,
Director General of Fire Services, Command
Development and Home Guards to prevent
fire incidents. He said that No Objection
Certificates need to be issued to the hospitals
and nursing homes only after the Fire Safety
Recommendations are fulfilled by the respec-

tive institutions.

It was decided in the meeting that short
term awareness and training programmes
shall be organized in coordination with the
Fire Services Department besides conduct-

Srinivas advised all the health institutions
to ensure strict adherence to all necessary
measures inchuding installation of Fire
Alarm Systems, Smoke Detectors and check
on any leakage of oxygen supply to oxygen
beds besides implementing other preventive
measure to avoid any mishap.

ACS instructed all the HoDs to see that all
the gaps pointed out in the audit report of
Fire Services Department shall be given top

priority and no lapse shall be tolerated in this
regard. He said that HoDs shall be person-
ally responsible for ensuring Fire Safety in
their respective institutes. He instructed that
the institutions should go by the observations
of Fire Safety Audit Report wherein sprin-
Kkler systems in the basement of the Hospital
need to be revived. He also asked for ensur-
ing availability of sufficient underground

water reservoir for any exigency besides tak-

ing other corrective measures to fill the gaps.

Heads of Departments assured the ACS
that all his instructions shall be adhered to in
letter and spirit.
