Nabin, 45, who belongs to the
Kayastha community, is likely to suc-
ceed incumbent BJP chief J P Nadda
and is one of the youngest leaders to
oceupy the post, party leaders said.

He has served as a minister in the
Bihar Government multiple times and is

a five-time MLA. At present, he is the
PWD minister in Bihar and MLLA from
Bankipur in Patna.

Nadda was appointed the BJP

President in January 2020 and has
already completed his full term. He was
granted extensions to lead the party
through the 2024 Lok Sabha elections.

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Gunmen kill 11 people at Sydney’s Bondi Beach

Modi condemns terror attack

SYDNEY: Two gunmen shot
dead at least 11 people on
Sunday during a Jewish hol-
iday celebration at Sydney's
Bondi Beach, Australian
authorities said, declaring it
a terrorist attack. One gun-
man was fatally shot by
police, and the second was
arrested.

The suspect was in critical
condition, authorities said.
At least 29 people were con-
firmed wounded, including
two police officers, said Mal
Lanyon, the police commis-
sioner for New South Wales
state, where Sydney is locat-
ed.

The massacre at one of
Australia's most popular and

iconic beaches followed a
wave of antisemitic attacks
that have roiled the country
over the past year, although
the authorities didn't suggest
those episodes and Sunday's
shooting were connected.

They said one of the gunmen
was known to the security
services, but that there had
been no specific threat.
