JAMMU: In a Public
Interest Litigation (PIL)
filed by Citizen Forum
through its President R K

and regarding widening
of Amphalla - Janipur
road, a Division Bench of
Jammu & Kashmir and
Ladakh High Court com-
prising Chief Justice
Pankaj Mithal and
Justice Sindhu Sharma
after hearing Adv Aditya
Sharma for PIL whereas
AAG Ravinder Gupta for
UT, granted three weeks
time to ASGI to seek
instructions from
Ministry of Urban
D e v e l o p m e n t ,
Government of India
regarding Smart City
Project and Metrolite
Project for Jammu.

It is worthwhile to men-
tion here that earlier
Division Bench directed
ASGI to seek instructions
if Metrolite Project for
Jammu has been
approved and the time
frame within which
Government proposes to
complete the same and
directed to file an affi-
davit before December
23, 2021. This signifi-
cant direction has been
passed when respondents
have come out with a
stand that there is no
such proposal for con-
struction of a flyover and
that now city of Jammu is
under Smart City
Project, there is a
Metrolite project to ease
out flow of traffic, which
would be funded by
Central Government. 

CAT directs Home Department
to appoint petitioner as PO
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JAMMU: A bench of Central Administration Department
(CAT) comprising R S Jain (J) Member and Anand Mathur
Member (A), directed official respondents to take into consid-
eration actual marks obtained before interpolations and
appoint applicant Rohit Bhagat to the post of Prosecution
Officer (PO) under Schedule Caste quota from the date, pri-
vate respondents were appointed vide selection list dated
November 30, 2015. Directions were also issued to the
respondent-department to fix notional seniority of applicant
and fix his pay scale along with all benefits attached thereto,
as per rules on basis, that the applicant was entitled to being
appointed from 2015, where his candidature for appointment
was rejected due to fault of respondent-department. Further,
the applicant will not be entitled to back wages or any other
financial benefit, except notional seniority. This significant
judgment has been passed in a petition filed by one Rohit
Bhagat through Adv Ravi Abrol, seeking direction to quash
selection/appointment of private respondents to the post of
Prosecuting Officers besides seeking directions to respon-
dents to take the marks awarded to answer no. 1 in section-
III as '7' instead of '4' which were originally awarded to peti-
tioner, but late on tampered with to convert merit of petition-
er into de-merit and as a consequence thereof to redraw merit
of petitioner for its selection to post of Prosecuting Officer
under Scheduled Caste category. 

CAT quashes dismissal of ARTO
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JAMMU: A Bench of Central Administration
Department comprising Dr Bhagwan Sahai (A) and R
S Jain (J) quashed dismissal order of one Bipen Singh
Charak, the then ARTO.

The Bench, after hearing Sr Adv Abhinav Sharma
with Adv Abhimanyu Sharma for petitioner allowed the
petition besides quashing and setting-aside the inquiry
report dated September 7, 2011, and impugned order
of dismissal from service bearing Govt. Order No. 08-
TR of 2014 dated February 7, 2014. Consequent to
quashing of the inquiry report and the order of punish-
ment, the applicant becomes entitled to full back wages
along with all other admissible consequential benefits,
which should be paid to him by the respondents within
two months, the Bench directed.

"In case employer wants to deny the payment of back
wages, then onus lies on the employer to specifically
plead and prove that employee was gainfully employed,
which has not been done by the respondents in present
case. Another aspect to be considered is when the
employer has violated statutory provisions and/or the
principles of natural justice or is guilty of victimising
the employee or workman, then the court will be fully
justified in directing payment of full back wages so as
to compensate employee for the trauma, he suffered
because of illegal acts of employer," the Bench
observed.

It is not
understood despite clear cut
intention of legislation to have
total number of assembly seats
to be 107 with 24 more on
occupying PoJK why total of
107 were not being considered.
Had provision been interpret-
ed in unbiased and right
prospective, Jammu province
would have got 24 more
assembly seats as displaced
families of 1947 from POJK
are settled in Jammu only," he
maintained.
