Invoking Grace, Igniting Grit: A sacred send-off
for JKPS Kunjwani Board students of Grade XII

JKPS Kunjwani faculty according sacred send-off to Board students of Grade XII.
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JAMMU: In continuation of
its unwavering commitment to
safeguard public health and
ensure consumer safety, on the
directions of the Chief Minister
J&K Omar Abdullah, on the
eve of Ramadan, the enforce-
ment team of the Food Safety
Organisation (DFCO), Jammu
Division, conducted a surprise
inspection at the premises of
India Fish Company,
Warehouse, Jammu and seized
and destroyed decomposed and
unsafe 5 quintal meat and
6000 kg raw fish, under super-
vision of Smita Sethi,
Commissioner, Food and Drug
Administration (FDA) Jammu
& Kashmir.

The inspection was led by the
Deputy Commissioner, Food
Safety Division, Jammu, along
with a team of Food Safety
Officers duly assisted by
District Administration, J&K
Police and Jammu Municipal
Corporation.

During the inspection, the
team unearthed a massive con-
signment of suspected unsafe
fish, including approximately
150 cartons of raw fish measur-
ing around 6000 kgs that had
been transported by road from
Andhra Pradesh on February
10, 2026 without adequate
refrigeration and proper tem-

perature control. Surveillance
samples of the fish were drawn
for analysis. Preliminary find-
ings indicated that the consign-
ment was unsafe for human
consumption.

Additionally, approximately
500 kgs of decomposed meat
were seized on the spot at the
cost of the Food Business
Operator (FBO). The meat
was found to be rotten, spoiled,
deteriorated, and emitting a
putrid and foul smell, rendering
it unfit for human consump-
tion.

Legal action has been initiat-
ed under the provisions of the
Food Safety and Standards
Act, 2006 (FSS Act). The
FBO has been booked for viola-
tion of the Prohibitory order
issued in the matter and other
sections of the Food Safety Act
,2006 and Regulations of 2011,
including maintaining insani-
tary conditions, storage and
supply of unsafe food etc. The
licence of the establishment
stands liable for cancellation.
Further action has been taken
under Sections 56 and 58 of the
FSS Act for gross violations,
including failure to maintain
the mandatory temperature
chain. 

Commissioner FDA J&K,
Smita Sethi, reiterated  that
the Minister H&ME

Department Sakina Itoo is
monitoring the actions of the
department has given clear
directions of  zero-tolerance
against food adulteration,
unsafe and insanitary prac-
tices. She has strictly directed
all Enforcement Officers of
DFCO J&K to intensify inspec-
tions across all districts and
divisions to curb such malprac-
tices and ensure strict imple-
mentation of the FSS Act,
2006, in letter and spirit.

The Department has
expressed serious concern over
the increasing instances of
adulteration and improper stor-
age of frozen non-vegetarian
products, particularly during
the summer season, which pose
significant health risks, includ-
ing food poisoning, hepatitis,
cancer, and other life-threaten-
ing diseases.

The enforcement drive will
continue across markets at
block, district, and divisional
levels to ensure the availability
of safe, pure, and quality food
products including meat, fish,
milk, milk products, sweets,
juices, and other consumables
special vigilance shall be main-
tained during Holy month of
Ramadan. Prohibition Orders

have already been issued direct-
ing food business operators to
maintain proper refrigeration
for milk and non-vegetarian
items, and strict compliance is
being monitored.

During the inspection, the
team also conducted on-the-
spot awareness sessions for
Food Business Operators and
consumers, emphasizing the
importance of maintaining
temperature control for frozen
products and strictly avoiding
the use of unpermitted colours
in food items.

The Department appeals to
the general public to remain
vigilant. In case of any sus-
pected adulteration or unsafe
food practices, especially con-
cerning frozen meat, raw fish,
or other non-vegetarian prod-
ucts, citizens are requested to
immediately inform the
Department on Toll-Free
Number 104for prompt action
and redressal.

The Office of the Deputy
Commissioner, Food Safety
Jammu, remains firmly com-
mitted to protecting consumer
health and will continue its
campaign against adulteration
and unsafe food practices until
this menace is eradicated.

Ahead of Ramadan, FDA J&K destroys
decomposed 5 qtls meat, 6000 kg fish
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JAMMU: Yudhvir Sethi, MLA Jammu
East, strongly raised the issue of tourism
development in the Jammu region while
speaking in the Jammu and Kashmir
Legislative Assembly, alleging that the
present NC-led government has ignored
key tourism projects and promotional activ-
ities vital for the Jammu region's growth.

During his address, Sethi described
tourism as "the backbone of Jammu and
Kashmir's economy," stating that lakhs of
visitors arrive through Jammu Railway
Station every year, yet basic facilities such
as a Tourism Department information
counter remain absent. He urged the gov-
ernment to immediately establish a dedicat-
ed tourist information centre at the railway
station to guide visitors about prominent
destinations in the Jammu region.

Highlighting the condition of local tourist
attractions, the MLA claimed that the light
and sound system at Bagh-e-Bahu Park
has remained closed since the present gov-
ernment assumed office. He also pointed
out that the ropeway project connecting
Peer Kho to Mahamaya Temple is current-
ly non-functional, which, according to him,
has adversely affected tourist footfall and
local business opportunities.

Sethi further criticised the lack of promo-
tion of the Aquarium-cum-Fish Awareness

Centre at Bagh-e-Bahu Fort, stating that
the site has significant potential to attract
families and educational tours if properly
publicised.  He called upon the Tourism
Department to organise large-scale cultural
events during festivals such as Lohri and
Navratras to showcase Jammu's heritage,
traditions, and spiritual tourism.

"The government must revive cultural
activities at Kala Kendra and restore old
traditions associated with JKTDC in
Jammu," Sethi said, adding that regular
festivals and artistic programmes can play
a major role in boosting tourism and gener-
ating employment opportunities.

Referring to the post-2014 period, the
MLA stated that a decline in terrorism had
led to a positive rise in tourism, with sever-
al developmental initiatives launched by

Narendra Modi-led Central Government to
strengthen infrastructure in Jammu.
However, he alleged that many ongoing
projects remain incomplete and urged the
government to expedite all pending
tourism-related works to attract more visi-
tors to the region. Sethi also proposed invit-
ing leading film personalities to locations
near the International Border to promote
Jammu as a unique tourism destination
across the country. He emphasised the need
to develop eco-tourism at Gharana Wetland
and called for better promotion of wildlife,
adventure, and nature-based tourism cir-
cuits. Expressing concern over the absence
of proper publicity, he criticised the author-
ities for not installing adequate hoardings
and signages in Jammu to guide tourists
about key destinations. "Without proper
awareness and promotion, the tourism
potential of Jammu cannot be fully
realised," he remarked. Concluding his
speech, Yudhvir Sethi urged the govern-
ment to adopt a comprehensive and inclu-
sive tourism strategy that recognises
Jammu's cultural identity and natural
assets. He stressed that timely completion
of projects, improved promotion, and con-
sistent cultural programming are essential
to position Jammu as a major tourist hub
and to ensure balanced regional develop-
ment across the Union Territory.

Yudhvir raises concerns over neglect of

JAMMU: Saffron produc-
tion in Jammu and Kashmir
has declined from 23.53
metric tonnes in 2023-24 to
19.58 metric tonnes in
2024-25, according to offi-
cial data. 

In a written reply to a
question raised by National
Conference MLA Hasnain
Masoodi, Deputy Chief
Minister Surinder Kumar
Choudhary said that the
total area under Saffron cul-
tivation in the Union
Territory has remained con-
stant at 1,116.27 hectares,
but output and productivity
have fluctuated.

According to the data
shared in the House, Saffron
production stood at 17.33
MT in 2020-21, fell to 14.87
MT in 2021-22 and 14.94
MT in 2022-23, before regis-
tering a sharp rise to 23.53
MT in 2023-24.

It again declined to 19.58
MT in 2024-25, it said.

Average productivity as per
traditional and rejuvenated
combined improved from
4.02 kg per hectare in 2022-

23 to 6.33 kg per hectare in
2023-24, but slipped to 5.27
kg per hectare in 2024-25, it
added.

He further said that
Saffron exports during
2024-25 were recorded at
17.82 MT, down from 20.47
MT in the previous year.

The value of Saffron pro-
duction during the year
stood at Rs 534.53 crore,
while export earnings were
pegged at Rs 486.43 crore,
he said.

Providing details of the
traditional (non-rejuvenat-
ed) Saffron areas, the
deputy chief minister said
production from these fields
was 5.02 MT in 2024-25,
with a productivity of 4.5 kg
per hectare.

In the previous year, pro-
duction from traditional
areas was 5.44 MT with a
productivity of 4.87 kg per
hectare, he said.

He said efforts are being
made to stabilise and
enhance saffron productivity
through improved agronom-
ic pracatices and rejuvena-
tion measures.
