REVIEW:  Imtiaz Ali, known for his soul-searching, contem-
plative stories on love and self discovery, steers away from his
usual path only to truly find himself again. Through
Chamkila, he deep dives into a tragedy seeped in moral polic-
ing, caste discrimination, societal bullying and prejudice.

Poignant, provocative and poetic, Imtiaz’s vision conjures
vivid emotions. The objective, yet empathetic, biopic compels
you to look inward. At 2 hours, 25 minutes, the film packs in
a lot and has much to process, given it’s non linear story-
telling, genre hopping (docu drama-musical-semi investiga-
tive) & political insight. Punjab is viewed as a state of excess,
be it through its extreme love, passion or control. The second
half feels a bit repetitive but AR Rahman’s music (back-
ground) and Diljit’s rustic vocals keep the momentum
going.While it isn't fair to expect Parineeti to match up to
Diljit's singing, she has a likeable presence but her acting
pales in comparison in crucial scenes.

Review: Could there be any truer words, given the context of

social evolution in the face of human foibles since time imme-
morial? The good, the bad and the ugly faces of the society; all
come together in Bhaswar Mukherjee’s searingly soul-touch-
ing tale of tumult, human perseverance, grit, courage, justice,
love, betrayal, hatred, and everything else. While the work
may classify as fiction, it certainly draws inspiration from
eclectic sources, the kinds that the newspapers are rife with
nowadays.

The backbone of the story is simple. A ruthless cop who has
been assigned a special task to be accomplished by virtue of
his not-so-welcome posting to an obscure village in West
Bengal, the atrocities that he commits, a parallel ethnic ten-
sion that shakes the place, and the spirited, but severely
scarred young woman, who faces unforeseeable trauma, but
nevertheless survives…

This young woman, who loses both her parents to the tragic
turn of events, however, lives on, forged by ‘a stronger force
than the bonds of love and the paramount need for self-preser-
vation’, as realized by Muneim, a wonderful character, with
such depth, that it is almost impossible to believe that he is a
work of fiction. The novel also explores the theme of love in so
many different forms, and so masterfully marauds across the
boundaries that separate them, that it gives one a heartache
to read through the pages. Filial love, social camaraderie, fra-
ternal love, romantic love, marital love, love for power,
money… the various forms of love intertwine to propel the
story forward with conviction.
