JAMMU:  Chief Judicial
Magistrate, Jammu
Amarjeet Singh Langeh
has directed SSP Crime
Branch Jammu to apprise
the court by next date of
hearing as to what steps
Investigating Agency
(Crime Branch) has taken
in order to proceed
against complainant
under sections 182 and
211 of RPC for giving
false information and
making false charge of

offence with intent to
injure.

This significant order
has been passed by the
court in Final Report
arising out of FIR no.
3/2015 registered with
Police Station Crime
Branch, Jammu for
offences under sections
420, 465,
466,467,468,471 and
120-B of the Penal Code
and 5(2) of the
Prevention of Corruption
Act in case titled "State

through Crime Branch,
Jammu Vs. karam Dad
Khan & Ors" in which
after investigation, Crime
Branch filed final report
on 29.03.2019 before the
court of Additional
Sessions Judge (Anti
Corruption) Jammu
describing therein that it
did not find sufficient evi-
dence or reasonable
ground of suspicion to file
charge-sheet against
accused and case was
accordingly closed (as not

admitted). Investigating
Officer concluded in the
final report that during
investigation it was estab-
lished that complainant in
the case namely Yograj
Singh S/O Abhey Singh
R/O Kalu Chak, Jammu
is very astute, hypocriti-
cal and uses different
modus operandi to dupe
innocent persons on the
pretext of deadly disease
"Cancer" and sells out his
land at low price and
after receiving handsome

amount, he immediately
cancels Power of Attorney
without genuine reasons.
Investigating agency
prayed that case be closed
as "not admitted" and
complainant be proceeded
against under sections
182/211 of RPC.

It is pertinent to point
out that the court of
Additional Sessions Judge
(Anti Corruption) Jammu
not only agreed with the
conclusions reached by
Investigating Officer on
the basis of material col-
lected during investiga-
tion but the protest peti-
tion was also dismissed by
the Anti Corruption court.

Anti Corruption Court,
however observed that
because offences under
sections 182 and 211 of
Penal Code are cognizable
by Judicial Magistrate of
First Class and triable by
him, therefore the final
report was transferred to
this court to deal with
plea of Crime Branch
regarding initiation of
proceedings against com-
plainant. While asking
SSP Crime Branch
Jammu to submit the
steps taken by
Investigating Agency in
order to proceed against
complainant under sec-
tions 182 and 211 of

RPC, the court observed
"While it still remains to
be seen as to whether
Investigating Officer was
required to seek leave of
court supra to initiate
proceedings under sec-
tions 182 and 211 of
Penal Code against com-
plainant once the court
concurred with the conclu-
sion of the Investigating
Officer and also dismissed
the protest petition of the
complainant, yet it needs
to be placed on record as
to what steps
Investigating Agency
(Crime Branch) has taken
in order to proceed
against complainant

under sections 182 and
211 of RPC in face of
order of court of Ld.
Additional Sessions Judge
( A n t i - C o r r u p t i o n )
Jammu" adding "Once the
final report seeking clo-
sure of case as "not admit-
ted" is accepted by compe-
tent court, then what pre-
vents investigating agency
from proceeding ahead
against complainant for
aforesaid offences, if it so
wishes." With these obser-
vations court posted the
case for 19.05.2022 and
directed that copy of order
shall go to SSP Crime
Branch Jammu for com-
pliance.

CJM directs SSP Crime to apprise court to proceed against complainant for giving false information

JAMMU: In one of the sen-
sational cases of custodial
murder in Distt Jail
Jammu of an Asst Garrison
Engineer - Judge Umesh
Sharma Presiding Officer
of the Court of Special
Excise Mobile Magistrate
Jammu has directed SHO
Police Station PaccaDanga
investigate the complaint of
murder in custody under
section 156 (3) CrPC filed
by complainant - Gulnaz
Waheed Wd/o Mohd Imran
Ullah of Prayagraj, UP
where the
complainant/applicant had
alleged murder in Distt Jail
of her husband Mohd Imran
Ullah who was an AGE (in
the office of Garrision
Engineer) and was lodged
in Distt Jail Jammu in a
case FIR by the CBI ACB.

Spl. Excise Magistrate
Jammu Umesh Sharma
after hearing Aseem Kumar
Sawhney Advocate with
Manzar Muneer and
Tahseena Bukhari
Advocates appearing for the
complainant, observed in
his order that com-
plainant's husband was
found dead in the jail and
the complainant through
her counsel Aseem Kumar
Sawhney has alleged foul
play and is suspecting mur-
der or abetment to suicide
over a co accused and the
complainant has moved a
complaint to the SHO
Police Station PaccaDanga
and also to SSP Jammu but
no FIR has been registered.

The Court perused the
Status Report Police which
revealed that inquest pro-
ceedings were going on and
were undertaken by the
Tehsildar Jammu. 

After hearing Aseem
Kumar Sawhney with
Mandar Muneer and
Tahseena Bukhari at length
and perusing the file and
judgments cited by the

Advocate Court observed
that having regard to the
facts and circumstances of
the case and case law cited
it is clear that an inquest
cannot be a bar to investi-
gation of a cognizable
offence and directions
under section 156(3) CrPC
can be issued.

The Spl Excise Mobile
court Jammu directed SHO
Pacca Danga to investigate
the complaint under section
156(3) CRPC which means
an FIR has to be registered.

It is worthwhile to men-
tion that the complainant
had filed the complaint/
application seeking direc-
tion to register FIR under
sections 302,120B IPC &
Other penal offence as
made out in investigations
through Advocates Mr A K
Sawhney, Mr Aseem Kumar
Sawhney Mr Dheeraj Singh
Advocates.

It was submitted that
compla inant /App l i cant
namely GulnazWaheed is
the wife of late Mohd.
Imran Ullah S/o Late
Mohd.Ghazan Far Ullah
who was posted as AGE
(Civil)- Assistant Garrison
Engineer, Satwari, MES,
J&K and the husband of
the complainant was falsely
booked in a case FIR by the
CBI ACB Jammu and was
arrested on 7.1.2022. He
was sent on judicial remand
on 8.1.2022 and was lodged
in District Jail Amphalla
Jammu on 8.1.2022 where
on 24.2.2022 he was mur-
dered, got murdered or
abetted to committed sui-
cide as the complainant
suspects foul play in the
case.

It was submitted in the
complaint that on
24.2.2022 at 5.15 PM
approx the complainant
received a call on her mobile
phone from one official of
the Police Post Rehari, who
introduced himself to be

Police official and informed
complainant that her hus-
band was unwell and asked
to reach GMC Hospital
Jammu. That complainant
rushed to the GMC Jammu
at the same time and
reached the hospital where
the complainant reached
the Police Post GMC
Jammu and met the
Incharge there and asked
whether Mohd Imran Ullah
has been brought to GMC
Jammu on which responded
that said person has died.
She was shattered and bro-
ken down, and started wail-
ing and crying when shown
the body of deceased for
identifying the body.

On 25.2.2022 the body of
the deceased husband of the
complainant was provided
after post mortem and the
body was taken to Pragyraj
(Allahabad) i.e. the place
where the deceased
belonged and on 26.2.2022
the last rites as per customs
took place.

Sawhney Advocate sub-
mitted that complainant is
suspecting foul in the death
of the deceased as neither
the deceased was under
pressure, nor was broken
emotionally nor chicken
hearted and the bail appli-
cation was still pending in
the Hon'ble High Court
therefore there was no rea-
son for the deceased to com-
mit suicide, but it seems
that the murder was com-
mitted or got committed by
someone and being given
the colour of suicide. As a
matter of fact the complete
reports from FSL and
Pathology deptt have yet to
come and final opinion yet
to be arrived but the offi-
cers/ officials at the helm of
affairs have termed the
same as suicide. It seems
that either the same is a
case of murder or abetment
to suicide as the com-
plainant had personally met

the deceased 22.2.2022 i.e.
2 days before the incident
of murder and was strong
and discussed the chances
of getting bail etc. He also
spoke on phone on
23.2.2022 with the com-
plainant from jail and was
pretty normal and health of
fine and his sugar reports
were normal etc.

It was submitted that the
complainant had suspected
a co accused Mahesh
Chandra Gangwar as he
gave different versions of
the incident. Firstly he got
the message delivered that
he was not the same bar-
rack with deceased on the
day of incident but turned
to be false and then he
changed his statement say-
ing that he was in the bar-
rack but sleeping during
that time when the
deceased was killed or abet-
ted to committed suicide
whileas as per Jail officials
the detenues are not per-
mitted to sleep during day.
Another angle was that the
co accused wanted to come
out of the case by shifting
the whole burden on the
deceased, thus had the
motive to commit murder or
see the deceased dead.

It was submitted that the
cord of the trousers was no
so strong that it could bear
the weight of the deceased
more so that the same was
tied with ventilator as per
the version of jail authori-
ties however that version
seems very strange as to
what triggered at day time
about 3 PM or before that ,
thus all this seems quite
unnatural and thus being a
case of unnatural death/
homicide the same is
required to be thoroughly
investigated but till date
the Police has not done any-
thing or registered any FIR
or open FIR, thus com-
pelling to file the written
complaint in the matter.
