Whereas, vide S.O No. 17 dated 14th of January 2022 issued by Government of Jammu and Kashmir Revenue
Department, Civil Secretariat J&K Jammum has designated Deputy Commissioner/ District Collector of Each District of
UT of J&K, as “Appropriate Government” within their respective jurisdiction for acquisition of land for ‘public purpose’
under the said act, for an area not exceeding 400 Kanal (50 Acres); and 

Whereas, in the process of acquisition processding as per the right to Fair compensation and Transparency in land
Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 the Social Impact Team is required to be constituted to carry out
the Social Impact Assessment Study in the affected area of Revanue village birshalla tehsil and District Doda,

Now Therefore, under Sub-section 2 of section 4 of right to fair compensation and Transparency in land Acquisition,
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 and in Compliance to the S.O 17 dated:- 14th of January 2022 issued by the
govt. of Jammu and Kashmir, the following members shall constitute the Social Impact Assessment team for the above
said project. 

The Social Impact Assessment Team notified above, shall carry out the following activities:
1. It shall consult the concerned panchayat in the affected area for intention of the Government to acquire the said land. 
2. It shall ensure the completion of the social Impact Assessment study within a period of one month from the date of

its commencement. 
3. The Social Impact Assessment study report shall be made available  to the public in the manner prescrided under

section 6 of Right to Fair Compensation And Transparency in land  Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act,
2013. 

4. The Committee shall also consider the circular instructions issued by Financial Commissioner Revenue under No.
FCR/ Land/32/2022 (138185) dated:- 03-03-2022. 

5. The Social Impact Assessment Study shall amongst other matters include the following namely:- 
a). Assessment as to whether the proposed acquisition serves public purpose; 
b). Estimationof Affected famillies and the number of families among them likely to be displaced; 
c).Extent of lands, Public and private, houses, settlements and other common properties likely to be affected by the
proposed acquisition;
d). whether the extent of land proposed for acquisition is the absolute bareminimum extent needed for the project;
e). Whether land acquisition at an althernate place has been considered and found not feasible; 
f). Study of social impacts of the projects, and the nature and cost of addressing them and the impact of these costs
on the overall costs of the project vis-a-vis the benefits of the project. 

6. Social Impact Assessment (SIA) Unit will decide the time and place for public hearing before submitting SIA report. 
7. Social Impact Assessment (SIA) report and social Impact Management plan (SIMP) should be completed within one

month from the date of issuance of this notification and to be published on the notice board of District Collector Doda.
