Court rejects bail of husband
in abetment to suicide case
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JAMMU: City Judge Jammu
Manjit Rai rejected bail appli-
cation of one Nand Kumar in
abetment to suicide case.
According to case, on June 4,
2022 information was received
through telephone from PCR
Jammu that one Sangeeta
Bharti, wife of Nand Kumar,
resident of Bade Rabeli,
Chhattisgarh, presently staying
near Jaswant Plaza, Jammu,
who was admitted m GMC
after suffering burn injuries,
has died. Her statement was
already recorded vide MLC no.
2961 on June 3, 2022, wherein
she has told that her marriage
was solemnized ten years ago.
She has given birth to 3 daugh-
ters and her husband doubted
on her; due to which there were
frequent quarrels between
them. On June 3, 2022, at
02:30 PM, his husband started
quarrelling with her; alleging
that she is characterless and
started abusing her: Due to

daily quarrels and harassment
by husband, she put kerosene
oil on her and put in flames.

City Judge Jammu Manjit
Rai after hearing APP Arvind
Rathore for U, observed that
the accused is alleged to have
committed the offence under
section 306 IPC which is non-
bailable and serious in nature,
as such, the accused cannot
claim bail as a matter of right.
"Tt cannot be overlooked that
this type of offence under sec-
tion 306 of IPC is at great
increase and causing alarm to
public at large.

The offence is not against an
individual but is against society
at large.

The accused/applicant does
not deserve any leniency in
grant of bail. There are appre-
hensions that if accused is
released on bail, he will try to
win over prosecution witnesses
and tamper with prosecution
evidence," the Court observed
and rejected bail application.

Plea to de-seal Hotel Grand INN rejected
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JAMMU: City
Judge/JMIC Jammu
Manjeet Rai has dismissed
application for opening and
allowing functioning of
Hotel Grand INN, sealed by

Tehsildar (Executive
Magistrate  1st  Class)
Jammu Khas under
Immoral Trafficking

(Prevention) Act, 1956 after
registration of FIR 58/2022
at Police Station Nowabad,
Jammu. The applicant, who
is Manager of Hotel Grand
INN and is running it on
contract basis, through Adv
Ahtsham Bhat and Adv
Amit Gupta, urged that on
basis of some false com-
plaint,  Police  Station
Nowabad has sealed the
Hotel without any notice.

The applicant further plead-
ed that all employed staff of
Hotel have become jobless
and are suffering a lot due to
sealing of hotel, thereby fac-
ing starvation as they have
no other source of earning
livelihood. He further sought
necessary instructions to
concerned authorities for de-
dealing the hotel and allow-
ing it to function, in the
interest of justice.

Speaking on behalf of pros-
ecution, APP  Arvind
Rathore submitted that as
per police report the owner
of the aforementioned Hotel,
in which offence under ITP
Act 1956 has been commit-
ted, is evading arrest and
applicant does not deserve
any audience from the Court
till he joins investigation.

The aforesaid Hotel, which
was used for immoral traf-
ficking activities, as per
police report, has been sealed
by Tehsildar Jammu Khas,
along with his team. The
application, as such, is pre-
mature and liable to be dis-
missed at the very outset.

The Court, after going
through the case and hear-
ing arguments of both sides,
held that search of unknown
accused persons is going on
and inquiry from owner of
Hotel, who is absconding
from date of occurrence, is
yet to be conducted.

"As the investigation is at
preliminary stage, the appli-
cation for de-sealing the
Hotel is unacceptable," the
Court observed and dis-
missed the petition.

HC expunges Trial Court’s remarks against DySP
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JAMMU: In a petition filed
by DySP Sunny Gupta seek-
ing expunging of adverse dis-
paraging remarks/observa-
tions and directions passed by
Trial Court in its order dated
June 2, 2021, Justice Mohan
Lal of Jammu & Kashmir
High Court after hearing sen-
ior Adv Sunil Sethi with
Lawanya Sharma for petition-
er, while allowing the petition,
observed that limited contro-
versy before the Trial Court
was to pass an order regard-
ing  charge/discharge  of
accused persons on the
strength of material collected
by the investigating agency
during investigation.
"Petitioner as Investigating
Officer of case, in his best wis-
dom, has collected all materi-

al/evidence during investiga-
tion conducted by him and has
placed all relevant evidence
before Trial Court in the form
of charge-sheet. It was the
duty of the Trial Court to eval-
uate/assess the entire evidence
on the record and to prima-
facie come to conclusion
whether accused persons can
be prima-facie charged/dis-
charged for commission of
offences indicted against them
in the charge sheet. Having
regard to the limited contro-
versy of passing an order
regarding charge/discharge of
accused persons in the case in
hand, it was not at all neces-
sary for the 'Trial Court to
have passed/recorded such
harsh/disparaging remarks
against the petitioner. It is the
settled practice of the courts

to observe sobriety, modera-
tion and reserve. It is remind-
ed that the higher the forum
and greater the powers, the
greater is the mneed for
restraint and the more mel-
lowed the reproach should be.
Judicial restraint and disci-
pline are as necessary to the
orderly administration of jus-
tice. The duty of restraint is
humility of function and
should be a constant theme of
our Judges. The judicial
restraint might better be
called judicial respect. Judge's
Bench is a seat of power and
has absolute and unchallenge-
able control of the court
domain, but they cannot mis-
use their authority by intem-
perate comments, undignified
banter or scathing eriticism of
counsel, parties or witnesses.

It is the general principle of
highest importance to the
proper administration of jus-
tice that derogatory remarks
are not to be made against
persons unless absolutely nec-
essary for decision of the case
to animadvert on their con-
duct. In the case in hand, the
trial judge was to pass/record
an order on the charge/dis-
charge of the accused person,
and it was not absolutely nec-
essary for him that the con-
duct of petitioner was neces-
sary for the decision of
charge/discharge of accused,”
the Court observed and direct-
ed that the derogatory
remarks made/recorded
against  petitioner  stand
expunged from impugned
order dated June 2, 2021
under challenge.
