There's nothing complex about the plot or any-
thing we haven't seen before, and the climax, too, is pre-
dictable and simplistic. But the film throws in a lot of
laughs. Towards the end, it subtly depicts the winds of
change when Rocky’s parents ask for Rani’s hand in
marriage, saying they want their son to be the
Chatterjees’ damad instead of asking their daughter to
be their bahu.
