Senior Joint Replacement

over 200 joint replacement
surgeries in the past 18
months. In 2023 alone, Dr.
Padha completed 105 sur-
geries and reached another
century in the first half of
2024. His expertise prima-
rily covers Total Knee and
Total Hip Replacements.

Sinece joining SMVD
Narayana Hospital Katra
in 2017, Dr. Padha has

tackled numerous challeng-
ing cases, including com-
plex surgeries performed at
only a few elite centers in
India. He also highlighted
the successful joint replace-
ments carried out for can-
cer survivors, a feat made
possible by the world-class
infrastructure and skilled
team at Narayana Hospital
Katra.

Dr. Padha emphasized the
advanced facilities available
at the hospital, including a
specialized operation the-
atre for joint replacements,
a well-equipped post-opera-
tive unit, and a dedicated
24/7 physiotherapy team.
These resources ensure a
safe, pain-free recovery for
patients. He noted that pre-
viously, patients had to
travel outside Jammu for
such  procedures, but
Narayana Hospital Katra
has now become a preferred
center for joint replace-
ments in J&K.

He expressed gratitude to

his team, including the
Operation Theatre staff,
the Department of
Anaesthesia, 1CU,
Physiotherapy, and
Hospital Administration,
particularly Facility
Director MM Mathawan,
Clinical Director Dr. JP
Singh, and Executive
Director  Dr.  Yashpal
Sharma, for their unwaver-
ing support.

Most of these surgeries,
which cost around Rs 2-2.5
lakh each, are performed
free of charge under the
Ayushman Bharat Scheme
with the Golden Card. Dr.
Padha's work has been
recently recognized by the
National Health Authority
for excellence in Total Hip
Replacement surgeries.

Gupta also proposed the devel-
opment of a comprehensive reli-
gious tourism ecircuit by the
Shree Mata Vaishno Devi
Shrine Board, which would
inchude sites such as Mantalai,
Sudhmahdev, and Shiv Khori
near Reasi district.

Additionally, he recommended
that the Shrine Board expand
its mandate to include the
establishment of educational
institutions, such as an
Engmeering College, to retain

local talent and promote region-
al development. Further, Gupta
highlighted ~ the  Central
Package Incentives of Rs
28,400 crore introduced by the
Central Government and urged
for an extension of the incen-
tives window beyond the
September 30, 2024, deadline.
He called for an enhancement
of this package to support local
traders and contribute to sus-
tainable economic growth.
Lieutenant Governor Sinha
acknowledged Gupta's concerns
and assured that the issues
raised would be carefully con-
sidered. Gupta expressed confi-
dence in Sinha's ability to
address these pressing matters
and continue contributing to
the region's progress.
