ORDER
In terms of section 127A of Representation of People's Act, 1951, and in pursuance of the instructions contained in para 5(1)
(a), (b) and (c) of the letter No. 3/9/(ES008)/94-J.S.II dated 2nd September, 1994 from Election Commission of India, it is here-
by ordered that all printing presses, operating within territorial jurisdiction of District Kathua, shall indicate clearly in the print line
the names and addresses of printer and publisher of any election pamphlets or posters or such other material printed by them. 
These printing presses shall also send the copies of the printed material (along with three extra copies of each such printed
material) and the declaration obtained from the publisher as required under Section 127A(2), to this office, within three days of
its printing. 
It is also enjoined upon the concerned printing press owners/operators that any violation of the provisions of section 127A of
Representation of People's Act, 1951 and the above instructions of Election Commission of India would be viewed very serious-
ly which may in appropriate-cases include even the revocation of the licence of the printing press.

As per the Supreme Court Order dated 13-04-2004 & Election Commission of India's guidelines, all political advertisement by any reg-
istered Political Party or by any group of organizations/associations or by any contesting candidate/Individual shall be pre-certified by
Media Certification and Monitoring Committee (MCMC) before Telecast/Broadcast on TV and cable network/cable channels. This also
includes advertisement to be displayed in Cinema Halls/ Radio including Pvt FM Channels, audio visual displays in public places, adver-
tisements in e-news papers, use of bulk SMS/voice messages, advertisement on social media and internet websites. The Pre- certifica-
tion of Political advertisement is also applicable on print media as well for one day before poll day (Pre-Poll) and on Poll Day.
All the concerned stakeholders are therefore informed through medium of this notice to ensure that only the pre-certified political adver-
tisements by MCMC of district or UT Level Committee be Telecast/Broadcast or posted in Social Media, Internet websites & used in bulk
and Voice SMS. Besides one day before poll day and on Poll Day only pre-certified print advertisements by Media Certification and
Monitoring Committee (MCMC) be published in news papers, print media, magazines, Display Hoardings, banners, pamphlets etc Any
violation by concerned in this regard shall be viewed seriously and action as warranted shall be initiated against the violators.

SRINAGAR: Deputy
Commission (DC) Srinagar,
Dr. Bilal Mohi-Ud-Din Bhat,
who is also the District
Election Officer (DEO) on
Sunday reviewed the prepared-
ness for the upcoming
Assembly elections in District.

At the outset, the DEO/DC
Srinagar held a detailed discus-
sion with the Returning
Officers (ROs), Assistant
Returning Officers (AROs),
District & AC Level designated
Nodal Officers and
Officers/Officials of Election
machinery Srinagar to assess
the important aspects of the
Election process mainly aimed
at ensuring Free, fair, smooth
and transparent Elections in
all Eight Assembly
Constituencies of Srinagar
District.

The DEO/DC took a first-
hand appraisal of the pre-
paredness regarding various
crucial aspects and activities
for Assembly Elections includ-
ing assessment of logistical

requirements, manpower man-
agement plan, transportation
of poll staff/Electronic Voting
Machines (EVMs), training
management, expenditure
monitoring, media, communi-
cation, transport management,
PWD voters, SVEEP activi-
ties, Permissions and random-
ization of polling staff.

The DEO/DC asked the
AROs and designated Nodal
Officers to take all required
measures to ensure that every
necessary facility is made avail-

able at polling locations/sta-
tions, distribution/collections
centres. He also stressed them
to gear up the all available men
and machinery on ground to
ensure an effective and meticu-
lous election management
plan.

Special emphasis was laid on
strict implementation of Model
Code of conduct and Level
playing field. DEO impressed
upon all ROs and designated
Nodal officers for facilities all
political parties/ Other stake-

holders for timely permissions
for rallies/events and pro-
grams.

The DEO instructed for
establishing a robust Control
Room at RO let to efficiently
monitor the forthcoming elec-
tion. He also laid emphasis on
ensuring Adequate Minimum
Facilities (AMF) at all polling
booths for electorates, polling
staff and the security personnel
deployed for electoral duties on
the election day.

The DEO emphasised the
importance of effective coordi-
nation among all stakeholders
to ensure the smooth, trans-
parent and peaceful conduct of
the electoral process. 

He further asked them to go
through comprehensive ECI
guidelines regarding duties and
responsibilities during the elec-
tion period.

The DEO also asked the ROs
and AROs to undertake a visit
to Polling Stations and
Distr ibut ion/Col lect ion
Centres to ensure all requisite
arrangements are put in place

in adherence to the guidelines
of Election Commission of
India.
