(KISS) has been conferred
with the highest global
recognition on Literacy-
UNESCO International
Literacy Prize 2022. 

The prize carries an
endowment of US$ 20,000,
a medal and a citation. It
was given away at a global
award ceremony organised
by UNESCO in Côte d'Ivoire

on September 8, 2022.
As a grassroots organisa-

tion aimed at nation-build-
ing, KISS has the coveted
recognition to be the fifth
recipient from India and the
first and only institute from
Odisha to receive this
International honour. 

It is also the third among
the Indian non-profit NGOs
and the first Indian tribal-
based organisation to be con-
ferred with this award,

which is a matter of pride for
India. The UNESCO prize
for KISS was announced by
KISS Founder Dr. Achyuta
Samanta during the celebra-
tion of International
Literacy Day at the KISS
campus. 

The announcement was
met with a spontaneous out-
pouring of celebration by
30,000 KISS students.

KISS is a fully free resi-
dential education institution.

It was founded by Dr
Samanta, a well-known
Educationist and Social
Activist. It provides scope for
comprehensive development,
vocational and sports
empowerment for 70,000
tribal children (30,000 chil-
dren pursuing education at
campus and 40,000 alumni).

Founded in 1993 with 125
students, it has grown on to
become the World's largest
educational institution for
tribal children. 

KISS has collaborations
with various UN bodies and
international organisations.
It has been in special consul-
tative status with ECOSOC
since 2015, affiliated to the
UN Department of Public
Information besides being
conferred with a plethora of
accolades and awards for its
initiative at tribal empower-
ment and education.

Neelendra Kumar said that
it is very important strategi-
cally that Tibet becomes
independent at the earliest.
National Vice President of
Indo-Tibetan Association
and former IG Anand
Vardhan Shukla IPS said
that today most Human
Rights' violations in the
world are happening in
Tibet. How can any civilized
society ignore this? Very few
people realize how difficult it

is to live by sacrificing
one&#39;s self-respect and
pride. 

Acharya Yeshi Phunshuk,
former deputy speaker of the
Tibetan Parliament, said
that the original culture of
Tibet is based on the original
culture of India. Eminent
thinker of the country and
Director of Jammu and
Kashmir Studies Center
New Delhi Dr Ashutosh
Bhatnagar said that China's
border has never been shared
with India. This barrier has

also been created by nature.
Since ancient times, the nat-
ural boundary of India is
considered to be from the
Hindukush Mountains. The
Himalayas and Tibet sepa-
rate India and China from
each other.  The actual size
of China is only one third of
the current size, the rest is
illegal occupation. If we look
at the ancient history, then
we will know that it is men-
tioned in various treaties
that for the development of
Kailash Mansarovar area,
revenue collection and tax
collection was spent by India
on the development of
Kailash Mansarovar area.
