JJ: Which features of the Institution
do you admire the most?

It's truly stated that values are
to be caught, not to be taught. A teacher
has to be competent, responsible, punc-
tual, regular, well-organized, value-driv-
en, well-attired, compassionate, forgiv-
ing and generous, if he/she wishes to see
these qualities in his/her students. We
can never expect students to exhibit
those qualities or skills, which are found
missing in their teachers.

JJ: How do you encourage and moti-
vate the staff?

RR: I encourage my staff members by
citing examples from my 27-year long
