Substantiating the impor-
tance of visual learning, a
renowned Education
Consultant says, "we use our
short term memory to process
words - this can only retain
roughly seven pieces of infor-
mation. However, images are
directly processed by our
long-term  memory which
offers much better retention".

"This highlights that the
use of images assists students
in retaining information more
accurately over time. In addi-
tion, scientific researches
claim that visuals are
processed 60,000 times faster
than text; meaning that

pupils can grasp a learning
situation significantly faster
when images are involved. By
using either a wall-mounted
or freestanding display board
as part of lessons, teachers
can offer a more in-depth
learning experience for their
students, he added.

"Besides, the Display
boards transform the dull
corridor walls into vibrant
colourful knowledge gallery,
catching the fancy of young
learners in myriad forms.
Since visual memory stays for
a longer duration, so relevant
information displayed at the
strategic locations in the
school premises is the press-
ing need of the hour", the
Principal concluded.

1 Persons with disabilities will not need to make multiple copies of documents, maintain,
and Carry multiple documents as the card will Capture the necessary details which can
be decoded with the help of a reader.

2 The UDID Card will be the Single document of identification, verification of the disabled

3 The UDID Card will also help in stream-lining the tracking of the physical and financial
progress of beneficiary at all levels of hierarchy of implementation - from Village level,
block level, District level, State level and National level.
