His knack at pulling off situational comedy shows and he owns
some of the best parts of the film.Ananya Panday has little scope
to perform, and struggles with consistency in her Braj Bhasha
dialogue delivery.

So many times we are caught
in a situation where we have
to deal with difficult, stub-

In this case, why not
follow the JADE technique? This
technique is a communication strate-
gy that helps manage interactions
with difficult individuals. JADE
stands for Justify, Argue, Defend,
and Explain. This technique helps
people navigate challenging conver-
sations by providing guidelines for
responses that are more effective and
less likely to escalate conflicts.

Justify
When dealing with a difficult per-

son, it's common to feel the need to
justify your actions or decisions.
However, the JADE technique advis-
es against over-explaining or justify-
ing your choices. 

When you do that, it gives the other
person more ammunition to challenge or criticise your posi-
tion. It is best to channel your energy and focus on providing
a concise and clear explanation without giving out unneces-
sary details.

Argue
Why argue with difficult people when it leads to heightened

tension and increased defensiveness? Try the JADE technique
that suggests avoiding getting into a back-and-forth argu-
ment. 

While it's important to express your perspective, remember

that some people may thrive
on conflict and they often
attempt to draw you into a
debate. State your view-
point assertively but with-
out aggression.

Defend
Defending yourself vigor-

ously will just intensify dis-
agreements. Instead of tak-
ing a defensive stance, the
JADE technique encour-
ages maintaining a calm
and composed demeanor. 

If the difficult person
launches personal attacks
or criticism, acknowledge
their feelings without neces-
sarily accepting blame.
Responding defensively
often escalates the situa-
tion, whereas a more neu-
tral and composed
approach can help defuse
tension.

Explain
Yes, for good communication, we are generally advised to

explain our perspective but the JADE technique advises
against excessive explanations because that can lead to misun-
derstandings or misinterpretations. 

If you want to or have to explain, keep your explanations con-
cise and focused on the main points. Be attentive to the other
person's reactions and willingness to listen. If it becomes clear
that they are not receptive, it might be best to disengage from
the explanation to prevent further conflict.
